Most awardees are recognized at the annual IWCOA Hall of
Fame banquet held in April.

IWCOA directs the annual Illinois / Indiana Classic Duals which showcases Illinois best boys and girls versus Indiana.

IWCOA organizes and supports the Girls Dual Team State Championships held in December.

IWCOA helps organize, promote, and support the Midwest Nationals Wrestling Tournament held annually in the summer.
IWCOA financially supports grassroots college programs, college scholarships through the Ken Gerdes III foundation, and our
local Olympic wrestlers. Additionally, IWCOA sponsors nominations to the Illinois chapter of the National Wrestling Hall of
Fame, the National Wrestling Association, and the National High School Athletic Coaches Association.
